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STATIONS OF THE CROSS 

Hi guys, starting this coming Friday and 

all Fridays during Lent, we will be doing 

the Stations of the Cross in the church at 

7pm.  Stations of the Cross are highlights 

of the last few hours of Jesus life while he 

was here on earth. The frames are on the 

wall, all around the inside of the church. 

After the Opening Prayer, we start at the 

1st Station—Jesus is Condemned to Death. 

We all face the 1st Station on the wall as 

the priest leads us to prayer. Then the    

altar servers and the priest move to the 

2nd Station. We turn to face the 2nd Sta-

tion as we all pray. The priest will go to the 

next station then to the next. We follow the 

priest by fully turning to face that station 

from where we are in our pews - genu-

flecting, kneeling, standing, singing, and 

praying - with reverence and respect. 

We follow Jesus’ footsteps in Calvary. We 

think about him and the people around 

him as they watched. We think about Mary, his 

mother, who was following him. We think about 

why Jesus did all these sufferings. There’s only one 

answer …. It’s because He loves.
