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White on Ordinary Time? 
Hi guys! Hope you all had a wonderful week in 

school. Learning is fun. Last week, we learned 

about the Ordinary Time in the Church’s calendar. 

We learned that it is symbolized by the color green 

which stands for spiritual growth and hope. Some-

times though, you will see the priest wear white 

even during Ordinary Time. White symbolizes    

purity, glory, light, and joy. The priest wears white 

on Easter, Christmas Day, during feast days of the 

Holy Trinity,  Blessed Mary, the angels, and saints 

who are not martyrs.  

This Tuesday, January 24th, is the Feast Day of St. 

Francis de Sales. The priest will wear white to 

honor St. Francis’ life and his many contributions 

to the church. He taught that holiness is for every-

body, not just for priests, nuns, and religious       

orders.  Do you know how to be holy, boys and 

girls?
